 BYLAW NO. 2006-15 
 
 A BYLAW OF THE CITY OF MELFORT TO PROVIDE FOR 
 POLLING SUBDIVISIONS WITHIN THE CITY OF MELFORT 
 
 
  
 
The Council of the City of Melfort in the Province of Saskatchewan enacts as follows: 
 
1. In every case which requires a poll to be held in the City of Melfort for the purpose of 

receiving votes for an election or question, or both as the case may be, the City shall be 
divided into four (4) polling subdivisions, each, respectively, of which shall be and include 
the portions hereinafter set forth: 

 
 (a) POLLING SUBDIVISION NO. 1 -  That portion of the City of Melfort south of the 

CNR Railway tracks and bounded by the most southerly, easterly and westerly 
corporate limits of the City as more particularly delineated on the attached map 
marked “Schedule A”. 

 
 (b) POLLING SUBDIVISION NO. 2 -  That portion of the City of Melfort from the 

westerly city limits and Saskatchewan Avenue, east along the centre of 
Saskatchewan Avenue to Brunswick Street, north along the centre of Brunswick 
Street to Bemister Avenue, west along the centre of Bemister Avenue to West 
Street, south along the centre of West Street to Stovel Avenue, west along the 
centre of Stovel Avenue to Broadway Avenue, north along the centre of Broadway 
Avenue to the corporate limits of the City, as more particularly delineated on the 
attached map marked “Schedule A”. 

 
(c) POLLING SUBDIVISION NO. 3  -  That portion of the City of Melfort from 

Broadway Avenue and MacDonald Avenue, east on MacDonald Avenue to Star 
City Road, south along the centre of Star City Road to Park Avenue, west along 
the centre of Park Avenue to Brunswick Street, south along the centre of 
Brunswick Street to Bemister Avenue, west along the centre of Bemister Avenue 
to West Street, south along the centre of West Street to Stovel Avenue, west 
along the centre of Stovel Avenue to Broadway Avenue, north along the centre of 
Broadway Avenue to MacDonald Avenue, as more particularly delineated on the 
attached map marked “Schedule A”. 

 
(d) POLLING SUBDIVISION NO. 4  - That portion of the City of Melfort from the 

intersection of Broadway Avenue and MacDonald Avenue, north along the centre 
of Broadway Avenue to the most northerly city limits, east and south along the city 
limits to the CNR Tracks, west along the CNR tracks to Brunswick Street, north 
along the centre of Brunswick Street to Park Avenue, east along the centre of Park 
Avenue to Star City Road, north along the centre of Star City Road to MacDonald 
Avenue, west along the centre of MacDonald Avenue to Broadway Avenue, as 
more particularly delineated on the attached map marked “Schedule A”. 
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2. This Bylaw shall come into force and take effect on, from and after the final passing 

thereof. 
 
 
3. Bylaw No. 97-21 of the bylaws of the City of Melfort is hereby repealed.
